                                         R u l e s  o f  N o s t r i f i c a t i o n  o f  PU

Article I

Under these rules, notrification means the recognition of foreign university education or its part and qualification by Palacky University Olomouc upon request of the person who graduated from foreign higher education institution if PU is entitled to do so pursuant to Act on Higher Education Institutions. 

Article II

1. Application for Nostrification (hereinafter referred to as “Application”) shall be submitted to the Rector of PU.

2. The application shall contain above all:

a) applicant´s name and surname (hereinafter referred to as “Applicant”), university degree, academic degree,

b) date and place of birth including country, 

c) number of valid identity card or passport

d) permanent address or postal address if different from permanent residence for sending correspondence, e-mail address or telephone number,

e) name and full address of foreign higher education institution,

f) name of study programme (field of study),

g) study start and end date at foreign higher education institution,

h) reasons for applying,

i) date and applicant´s signature.

3. Supporting documents for approving the application consist of:

a) declaration of honour in which the applicant declares that his/her application for nostrification was not approved by other higher education institution with its registered address in the Czech Republic in the past or that he/she does not apply for nostrification at other higher education with its registered address in the Czech Republic, while submitting the application to the Rector of PU. 

b) original or officially certified copy of the Diploma issued by foreign higher education institution,

c) original or officially certified copy of the Diploma Supplement,

d) additional information that study programme was delivered by institution entitled to provide education comparable with university education pursuant to Act on Higher Education Institutions and contents of university study abroad. 

4. If foreign higher education institution does or did not issue the Diploma Supplement, the applicant shall translate original or officially certified copy of the list of subjects attended at foreign higher education institution including their scope and classification results of the applicant.  

5. All documents in foreign languages attached to the application have to be submitted in authorized Czech translation. This provision does not apply if nostrification is requested for the purpose of continuing study in language the documents are issued in. 

Article III

1. Upon request of the Rector to issue a recommendation for nostrification, the Dean of the relevant faculty shall assess whether successfully accomplished study at foreign higher education institution meets requirements for nostrification in terms of study programme carried out at PU. 

2. If the comparability of study programmes at PU and foreign higher education institution is proved and the Dean does not state any reasons which would hinder a prompt issuing of the recommendation for nostrification, the Dean shall issue such a recommendation to the Rector. 

3. If the Dean states the correspondence between study programmes at PU and foreign higher education institution, he/she is entitled to ask the applicant for an oral interview which shall take place prior to issuing the recommendation for nostrification. The aim of the interview is not to assess technical knowledge of the applicant. The recommendation includes information on whether the interview has taken place or not, it does not indicate its contents and conclusion.  

4. If the comparability of study programmes at PU and foreign higher education institution is proved but only some partial prerequisites for nostrification are missing, the Dean shall issue a recommendation within three months of receipt of the Rector´s request in which he/she defines the scope of duties the applicant shall perform additionally at the relevant faculty. Upon the Dean´s recommendation, the Rector sets a deadline to the applicant for performing the duties. This shall be adequate to the scope and contents of the study duties defined by the Dean. 

5. To fulfil the purpose contained in Par. 2 and 4, the Dean shall state the code and name of study programme, the code of field of study and study form according to the List of Accredited Study Programmes at PU in the recommendation.

6. Performing of defined study duties according to Par. 4 shall be checked and filed by the Registrar´s Office of the relevant faculty. 

7. With all applications under assessment, the Dean shall pursue a consistent fulfilment of Par. 1, 2 and 4 of this Article with the aim to secure a demonstrable correspondence with the contents of accredited study programme carried out at PU.

8. Upon the recommendation and pursuant to Act No. 111/1998 Coll., on Higher Education Institutions, the Rector shall take a decision and issue the certificate of recognition of foreign university education and qualification in the Czech Republic.

Article IV

1. These Rules of Nostrification shall supersede the Rules of Nostrification of PU No. B1-04/1-HN, as amended by Amendment No. 1 in the General Standard No. B1-05/2-HN.

2. These Rules of Nostrification of PU enter into force on the date of signing them by the Rector of PU and take effect on the date of their publishing on the official web site of PU, that is on the fifth day of entering into force.
